Hastings College will be the site of the

world premiere of the play The Mouse
with the Mind Magnificent when it opens
in the Scott Studio Theatre, Nov 14-16.
The play is being produced by the Hastings
College Department of Theatre Arts and
Alpha Psi Omega honorary theatre frater-
nity as the annual theatre for youth produc-
tion This one act play is about a mouse
named Herman who, on the way to having
the time of his life, has had his imagination
stolen from him by three witches. During
his quest to regain his imagination, he
meets, as the author phrases it, "some very
odd characters". These characters, includ-
ing a troupe of tap-dancing cows, both help
and hinder Herman's journey, and while
their help is sometimes indistinguishable
from their hindrance, they become friends
all the same. 

Playwright Jim Fritzler, associate pro-
fessor of theatre arts at Hastings College,
wrote this play many years ago while a
Hastings College senior, for his senior in-
dependent study project. After graduation,
it was packed in a box with other relics of
his college years. In between his student
days and his teaching career, Dr. Fritzler
spent 10 years touring with a theatre com-
pany in Texas. While touring, he wrote
another play, "In the West", with several
co-authors. He discovered from this experi-
ence that "writing by committee" is a com-
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pletely different experience from creat-
ing your own masterpiece
singlehandedly.  He is also a founding
member of a New York theatre
company, in which he still participates.
When he returned to Hastings College
to pass on his accumulated wisdom and
experience to the rising generation of
theatre enthusiasts, he found his first

play in the bottom of a box.
"The Mouse with the Mind

Magnificent" has now come full circle
to become the senior "capstone", a
student-directed one act play, of direc-
tor Erin Epley.  In the capstone project
the senior theatre majors put into prac-
tice the techniques they've learned in
their theatre curriculum. Ms. Epley,
who comes to HC from Fullerton, Ne-
braska and is the current president of
the Alpha Psi Omega theatre fraternity
seems to enjoy directing and knows
what she wants and how to achieve
that with her cast.  The show is full of
family friendly humor, and audience
interaction that will be sure to appeal
to the 3rd to 8th graders in the crowd, all
with a focus on the importance of
creativity.

So come and watch Herman the
mouse, with finesse and good humor,
trick the witches into returning his
imagination. I've seen early run-
throughs of the large-cast production.
It's quite entertaining, and you might
just have "the time of your life".

The Hastings Museum of Natural & Cultural History will
host a Veteran's Day presentation on Tuesday, November 11
at 1:30 p.m. called "The Patriotic War," which will include
presentations by World War II veterans and others who sup-
ported the war effort. 

In conjunction with the presentation, the exhibition "Grant
Reynard & World War II: Images from the Home Front" will
be on display in the East Gallery. The exhibit also features
World War II artifacts from the museum collection, including
a variety of uniforms from several military branches, muni-
tions manufactured at the Naval Ammunitions Depot just east
of Hastings and examples of posters, booklets and other
propaganda used during World War II.

A child takes on tremendous responsibility in the face of

overwhelming hardship in Charlotte's Rose by A. E. Cannon.
The story of Charlotte Edwards, a 12-year-old girl recently
baptized a member of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-
day Saints, traveling with other Welsh converts to Salt Lake
City, Utah, Zion is one of perseverance, friendship, duty and
faith. We join them on the ocean voyage where Charlotte
introduces us to her fellow travelers, James and Margaret
Bowen and their son, John, family friends for as long as
Charlotte can remember. Also on the journey to the new land
are her Papa, with his red hair and sparkling eyes and the
over-righteous Robertses, Nathaniel and Lititia. There are
other travelers as well, George and Rosa Jenkins, parents of
the adventurous toddler, Georgie & baby Emma, Catherine
Jones, a mysterious, reclusive woman with a scar on her left
cheek, Thomas and Mary Owen, a young married couple with
their first baby on the way, and three Elizabeths. Through
Charlotte's conversations with the others and the sailors, we
learn about the conditions in Wales at the time, some of the
sea stories the sailors tease children with, as well as some of
the stories they've heard about America, especially tales of
the buffalo, wolves and snakes out West.  

The inevitable wait at the dock before they can be cleared
to debark is torture for Charlotte, who is dying to see
America. But her imagination is better than reality, as upon
arriving on the dock, she is treated to her first dose of
religious intolerance in her new country. (Which she remem-
bers later when she meets her first Native American.)
Fortunately, it isn't many days before they board a train to
ride as far as Iowa, where the real trek begins. In 1856, the
travelers to Zion pushed handcarts, one to a family, loaded
with their food rations for the trip and the few pounds of
personal items they were allowed to take with them. They
walked approximately 20 miles each day, sometimes more if
the weather, terrain, and their physical condition permitted,
sometimes much less, especially if the trail was muddy. At
first, the going was very difficult, none of them were used to
this particular physical activity and they had all been sub-
jected to relative inactivity aboard ship and on the train, so
they all had to get used to the demanding physical work of
pushing the handcarts. As they traveled, they became better
acquainted with one another and learned to work as a group.
Charlotte particularly had the opportunity to become friends

with Mary Owen, the expect-
ant mother. So when Mary's
baby was born early and Mary
died as a result, Charlotte was
very much affected by losing
her friend. And that, as much
as anything, prompted her to
volunteer to carry the baby,
whom she named Rose, to
Utah, when her grief-stricken
father is unable to care for her.

The sisters (as the women
call one another) are surprised
and secretly amused, but help
Charlotte learn about taking
care of a newborn infant. They
are sure that she will give up
her task fairly quickly. But she
is determined to keep her word
and soon grows to love the
baby girl. And at the end of the trail, Charlotte learns that
sometimes the hardest part of doing a job is recognizing
when it's done. 

Many of the incidents that occur along the trail are true
stories taken from the diaries and journals of the handcart
pioneers, some of them the ancestors of the author.This book
is inspirational, entertaining, and gives a glimpse of what life was
like in the mid-19th century.
