"Broadway In The Park", a free family concert, will open
the 2003-2004 Season for the Hastings Symphony
Orchestra. The concert will be 3:00 pm on Sunday, Septem-

ber 21 at Chautauqua Pavilion in
Prospect Park in Hastings. This is
the Symphony's 78th season.

The concert will feature music
from famous Broadway musicals.
"The music we have chosen to play
for our community radiates
America's finest attributes," said
Dan Schmidt, music director and
conductor for the Hastings Sym-
phony Orchestra. "For the better
part of the 20th century, the Ameri-
can Musical focused on what was

great about living in our country, and
the incredible power of music in our
daily lives.  Great composers such as
George Gershwin, Richard Rogers,

and Meredith Wilson captured the magic of our land and
shared that with scores of audiences."  

Dr. Charles "Chip" Smith will be master of ceremonies
and narrator to introduce numbers from the musicals: The
Music Man, Oklahoma!, South Pacific, Camelot and
Porgy and Bess. A treat for concert goers will be that Dr.
Smith will sing some of the numbers from the musicals with
the orchestra. Dr. Smith is Associate Professor of Music at
Hastings College and, a lyric baritone, has performed over
100 musical theatre roles nationally. "Charles Smith is a
treasure of our community.  His musical prowess and his
extensive knowledge of the genre of the "Musical" will
make this Sunday afternoon concert in the park an event to
remember," said conductor Dan Schmidt. 

Seating in Chautauqua Pavilion, which conductor
Schmidt says has the best acoustics in the entire area, is
limited so folks should come early or bring their own
seating.  "We offer this free concert in the park so that we
can reach people who may not feel comfortable in a more
structured atmosphere in a concert hall," said Hastings
Symphony Orchestra Board President Steven Lincoln.  "The
concerts in the park have always been well attended, and the

atmosphere is always relaxed.  It's nice to see audience
members tapping their feet or keeping time with the music.

Season tickets which are regularly $40 for adults and $20
for students will be available through the September 21
concert for a lower "early bird" reduced rate. Tickets are also
available at the door.

Unstuffed Peppers

4 green peppers, chopped  1 cup rice
1 jar spaghetti sauce   1 lb. hamburger
1 medium onion, chopped  1 large tomato
1 cup cheddar cheese, shredded

In a quart saucepan, bring 2 cups water to a boil.  Add rice.  Stir for one
minute; reduce heat to low.  Simmer for 20 minutes.  

While rice is cooking, brown hamburger, onion and pepper. Cut tomato
into small pieces.

Preheat oven to 375° F.

Mix rice, hamburger mixture, spaghetti sauce, chopped tomato and half
of cheese together and spread in 9"x 13" x 2" pan.  Sprinkle remaining
cheese over the top.  Bake in 375° F oven for 15 minutes or until cheese
is melted.

I came up with this one on an evening that I received short notice of a
potluck at school when I had been planning to fix stuffed peppers for
supper.  So I chopped the peppers and mixed them into the stuffing
instead of stuffing them.  We also have stuffed peppers as a meatless
meal sometimes, by increasing the cheese to 2 cups and not adding the
hamburger.  And if you don't have a jar of spaghetti sauce, a 15 oz can
of tomato sauce with a tablespoon of Italian seasoning and 1 tablespoon
of Worcestershire sauce can be substituted.  And when I do stuff the
peppers, I cut them in half.  This makes them easier to stuff and gives
smaller servings.  I started doing that when the children were smaller,
but I find that half a pepper is usually plenty for me and I make enough
halves so that my teenage boys can have two each. - ��	�

I recently attended the premiere of the Super-

Screen movie Ocean Oasisat Hastings Museum.
It was quite an event. The movie was spectacular.
The main theme was the interconnectedness of all
the species, including humans, and elements of
the area, how each has a distinct purpose, provid-
ing food, or cleaning, or protection for another
species. This was shown through the activities of
the abundant marine life in the waters around
Baja California and the contrastingly stark and
barren desert of the land itself. On the surface,
we were treated to close-ups of whales spouting

and even whale watchers petting them, elephants seals defending their
territory from interlopers, and schools of dolphins racing along. In the
desert, which is so dry because the comparatively cool water surrounding
the peninsula evaporates very slowly, were palm trees in the streambed,
cactus by the millions, trees on the mountaintops where the rains fall, and
cliff paintings of the aquatic life from ancient inhabitants of the region. And
underwater, curtains of fish parted to reveal an enormous manta ray, gliding
effortlessly through the water, and even allowing the diver to hitch a ride,
myriads of jewel-toned species flitted around the coral reef and the moray
eels crouched like ugly, homeless trolls under the arches of the reef, waiting
for an unwary fish to swim by.

It was an excellent viewing experience and one I highly recommend.
