He has had one
surgery and is presently undergoing chemotherapy and radia-
tion treatment. Jorge has no medical insurance. All money
collected will go to help defray his medical costs.

stomach, and in her brain.
All are in the fourth stages.
There are at least five spots
of cancer in her brain, three
of which are the size of
quarters and swelling was
found around them. On Oct.
10 she started radiation
treatments. After 10 days
she will go and have a
gamma knife procedure
done. On Oct. 15 they are
going to start chemotherapy
and interferon treatments.
She will be hospitalized for
five days so they can moni-
tor her. Her doctor has told
the family there is a strong
chance that she will have to
go to a university that spe-
cializes in the treatment of
this cancer. She is no longer
able to drive or work until
after the treatments. Any
funds raised will be used for
the expenses of treatment,
prescriptions and traveling.
If funds are left after the
treatment is over, they will
be donated to another patient
with cancer in need of help.
